The policy states that "Conflict of interest exists where 
the activities of association members advance their own 
interests (or the interests of others with whom they have 
a familial, personal or business relationship) in a way that 
may be detrimental or potentially harmful to the normal 
operations, integrity or aims and objectives of the 
association." 

In the case of the dictionary, advancing the interests of 
PubLaunch, and the member who owns it, is not harmful 
to the association (and, in fact, using the company will 
contribute to the aims and objectives of the association, 
and has the potential to bring a profit to Editors Canada).
